The VDOE raised expectations for student proficiency with new, more rigorous English standards in 2024. To support this transition, updated SOL cut scores will begin phasing in during the 2025–2026 school year.
Here’s what you need to know:
What’s changing? Cut scores for proficiency are increasing to align with higher standards.
New “Approaching” Level: During the transition, students who are progressing toward proficiency will be recognized. This helps us identify who needs extra support.
Timeline: Based on feedback from community members, parents, and teachers, they decided to postpone implementation until the 2026-27 school year, and two phased-in models (4-year or 5-year) are under consideration. 
What can you do now?
Focus on growth: Continue emphasizing reading comprehension and critical thinking skills in daily instruction.
Use formative data: Identify students who may fall into the “approaching” category and plan targeted interventions.
Collaborate: Share strategies with your team to help students meet these higher expectations.
